natural resource disciplines. As a result, there

are few opportunities for graduate students to

take coursework in sport ecology-related

topics, such as climate vulnerability, impact

assessments, environmental justice, sport

sustainability, environmental psychology in

sport, and coupled-human-nature interactions

in sport contexts. 

Further and most importantly, this gap of

available coursework and material may lead

graduate students to grapple with developing

research projects or course assignments with

little subject-specific support.
